˝Next Generation Infrastructures- research and regulatory challenges in an evolutionary perspective ˝
The liberalization of the infrastructure sectors is a pillar of the European strategy to serve the interests of the European citizen in an economically integrated Europe. The interconnection of the physical infrastructure systems across national borders and the introduction of competition in the provision of infrastructure bound services, however, are not sufficient preconditions for the establishment of truly common markets for infrastructure services. In electricity, for example, rather than a common European market, a mosaic of national and regional markets has emerged, which has effectively extinguished any remaining belief in the myths of the copper plate and the invisible hand. The institutional fragmentation of our ”common” energy markets gives rise to serious questions on how to ensure the adequacy of investment in cleaner technologies and infrastructure capacity, and how to cope with emerging risks of service disruption. Will national governments and regulatory authorities be able to safeguard the future adequacy of our European infrastructure systems? 

O predavatelju: Margot P.C. Weijnen (1957) received her MSc and PhD degrees in the field of chemical process engineering from TU Delft, then joined Royal Dutch/ Shell, where she worked in R&D, chemicals manufacturing operations and process design engineering. From 1990 to 1995 she headed the interfaculty Delft University Clean Technology institute. In 1995, she was appointed full professor of process and energy systems engineering at TU Delft, faculty of Technology, Policy and Management, where she chairs the department of Infrastructure Systems and Services.
