“ Gibrat’s Law: Does it Work in Banking Sector?”
The research presents some dynamic aspects of Turkish banking sector. The sectoral behaviour is examined for all banks operated between 1989 – 2009. The relationship between the three aspects of sector dynamics – asset growth, death (dissolution), and the variability of growth – and three key characteristics of a bank – size, age, and the number of branches. This paper aims to contribute to the literature in two aspects. First, number of variations in Gibrat’s Law of Proportionate Effect hypothesis has been tested taking care of heteroscedasticity and sample atrition bias for the first time for a services sector in Turkey. Second, Turkish banking sector is evaluated in terms of dynamic aspects. Within this context, bank failures and survival characteristics are examined in detail. Further, banking size / growth performance relationship has been investigated and a number of implications has been deduced.
